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This term, we will be continuing to
develop our understanding of attaching
and designing by designing and making

a floating vessel for ocean explorers.
In addition, we have our creative areas
around the classroom with lots of open
ended resources where the children can
create amazing artwork related to their

interests, or what we are learning in
school through play projects.

We have a Maths area in the
classroom, where the children are able
to explore mathematical concepts such

as weight, capacity, comparison,
sorting, shape and measure in their
play. Adults around the room extend
their knowledge and understanding
through play.

In our Maths lessons, we will be
thinking about the numbers 5,6,7 and 8
and all of the number bonds within
them. We will be learning how to
subitise these numbers to use them
quickly once we get to year 1.
